Now in its 94th year, the festival and parade got their start in the 1920s. In 1924, baseball
slugger Babe Ruth and legendary pitcher Walter Johnson led the procession. In 1972, a young
Jodie Foster led the parade.

The 13th includes about 2,500 Marines and sailors. The unit is deployed to U.S. bases and
naval ships around the world in support of military missions.

The 13th was formed in 1985 and served in the Gulf War in the early 1990s, in Somalia in
1990s and in Afghanistan in the early 2000s.

In June 2016, the 1 3 t Hairier jet pilots flew from a U.S. aircraft carrier off the coast of Yemen
to led airstrikes against Islamic State in northern Iraq.
