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2.4 Relationship to City This section describes the relationship of the Anaheim Re-
Planning : sort Specific Plan to other relevant City planning docu-
Documents and ments and regulations.

Regulations

2.4.7 Relationship 1o the General Plan

As previously mentioned, the Specific Plan must be consis-
tent with the goals and policies of the General Plan. Section
6.0, ‘General Plan Consistency,’ includes a discussion of
each of the applicable General Plan Element's goals and
policies and how they are implemented through the Ana-
heim Resort Specific Plan. A General Plan Amendment is
being requested to the Land Use, Circulation and Environ-
mental Resource and Management Elements in order to
comprehensively plan for the enhancement of the Anaheim
Resort. Section 10.0 includes a description of General Plan
Amendment No. 333 related to this Specific Plan.

2.4.2 Relationship to Zoning Ordinance

The Specific Plan defines zoning districts, regulations, and
development standards that will apply to the Specific Plan
area. Upon adoption of the Specific Plan, the Anaheim Re-
sort Specific Plan (SP92-2) zoning designation will replace
the current zoning designations for the project area. In cas-
es where the Specific Plan does not address a particular sit-
uation, the regulations and development standards
contained within Title 18 of the Anaheim Municipal Code
will apply. To the extent the two differ, the Specific Plan’s
policies, design guidelines, regulations and development
standards will apply.

2.4.3 CEQA Requiremenis

An Environmental Impact Report (EIR) for the Specific Plan
was prepared in compliance with the California Environ-
mental Quality Act (CEQA). Pursuant to local and State
CEQA Guidelines, the City of Anaheim prepared an Initial
Study which determined that certain potentially significant
environmental impacts might be associated with develop-
ment under the Specific Plan. The City prepared EIR No.
313 (under separate cover) which identifies impacts which
may result from implementation of the Specific Plan and in-
cludes recommended mitigation measures to lessen these
impacts.
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2.4.4 Relationship to The Disneyland Resort Specific

Pian and Environmental impact Report (EIR)
The City of Anaheim adopted The Disneyland Resort Specif-
ic Plan (Specific Plan No. 92-1) and certified Environmental
Impact Report No. 311 on June 29, 1993. The Disneyland
Resort Specific Plan provides for the development of an in-
ternational multi-day vacation destination resort encom- -
passing approximately 489.7 acres of the Anaheim Resort.
The plan permits the development of a new theme park, ad-
ditional hotels and entertainment areas, new parking facil-
ities, and an internal transportation system. In addition,
the Plan permits the existing Disneyland theme park to con-
tinue to be modified with new attractions and other im-
provements.

Like the Anaheim Resort Specific Plan, The Disneyland Re-
sort Specific Plan includes refinements to the C-R Zone de-
velopment standards and regulations originally adopted in
1967, and revised in September, 1990. It also includes re-
finements to the design guidelines established by the C-R
Zone. The plan also includes a public facilities plan which
addresses the timing and extent of various infrastructure
improvements and services needed to serve the area.

Although they are separate projects, preparation of the
Anaheim Resort Specific Plan and The Disneyland Resort
Specific Plan were coordinated to ensure planning consis-
tency, and to ensure that elements of the plans are comple-
mentary (for example, definition of planning area
boundaries, the design of the streetscape improvements
and the provision of adequate infrastructure). Where appro-
priate, references or descriptions of the programs proposed
as part of The Disneyland Resort Specific Plan are included
within this document in order to provide the reader with a
better understanding of the relationship between the plan-
ning concepts and programs proposed as part of each of the
two Specific Plans.

2.4.5 Relationship to the Hotel Circle Specific Pian

The Hotel Circle Specific Plan has been appoved by the City
for the remaining 6.8 acres of the Anaheim Resort. The Ho-
tel Circle Specific Plan provides for a total of 969 (269 exist-
ing, 700 proposed) hotel rooms within two existing hotels
and three new hotels located north of Katella Aveniue be-
tween Clementine Street and Haster Avenue/Anaheim Bou-
levard.
