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SECTION 1.0 INTRODUCTION AND PROJECT BACKGROUND 

1.1 INTRODUCTION 

In September 1994, the City of Anaheim certified The Anaheim Resort Specific Plan 
Environmental Impact Report (EIR) Number 313 (State Clearinghouse No. 91091062) in 
connection with the adoption of the Anaheim Resort Specific Plan No. 92-1 (hereinafter referred 
to as the “ARSP”).  This EIR evaluated the environmental impacts associated with the 
establishment and implementation of the ARSP which is a part of the approximate 1,078-acre 
Anaheim Resort located in the City of Anaheim (see Exhibit 1, Regional Location).  At the time 
the ARSP was adopted in 1994, the Specific Plan area encompassed approximately 549.5 
acres.  Since that date, amendments described later in Section 1.2 of this document increased 
the ARSP area by 31.8 acres for a total of 581.3 acres. 

The ARSP Area is located generally west of the Interstate 5 (I-5) corridor, south of Vermont 
Avenue, east of Walnut Street, and north of Chapman Avenue.  Exhibit 2, Local Vicinity Map, 
shows the ARSP Area, Anaheim Resort boundaries, and surrounding area.  Regional access to 
the project vicinity is provided by I-5 via Disneyland Drive/Ball Road, Harbor Boulevard, and 
Katella Avenue/Disney Way.  Local access to the project vicinity is provided via Ball Road, 
Disney Way, West Street, Orangewood Avenue, Anaheim Boulevard/Haster Street, Katella 
Avenue, Walnut Street, Harbor Boulevard, and Vermont Avenue. 

Section 65450 et seq. of the California Government Code (Planning and Zoning Law) allows 
and regulates the establishment of Specific Plans.  The ARSP Area is designated by the 
Anaheim General Plan for recreation and tourist/convention-related land uses.  The Specific 
Plan sets forth land uses, design guidelines, zoning, development standards, and public 
facilities requirements for the ARSP Area.  Two other Specific Plans exist in The Anaheim 
Resort: The Disneyland Resort Specific Plan No. 92-1 and the Hotel Circle Specific Plan 
No. 93-1 (see Exhibit 2 for the boundaries of these Specific Plans).  The Disneyland Resort 
Specific Plan encompasses approximately 489.7 acres of The Anaheim Resort.  The 
Disneyland Resort Specific Plan, which was approved in June 1993 and subsequently 
amended, provides for the development of an international vacation destination resort including 
the development of a new theme park, additional hotel and entertainment areas, administrative 
office facilities, back-of-house facilities, new public and private parking facilities, an internal 
transportation system and the on-going modification of the Disneyland Theme Park.  
Additionally, certain parcels designated “C-R Overlay” or “District A” may be developed as part 
of the overall resort development, or with permitted hotel or restaurant uses or other 
conditionally permitted visitor-serving uses.  Parcels designated “Pointe Anaheim Overlay” may 
be developed in accordance with the overall resort development, per the “District A” or “C-R 
Overlay” underlying zone requirements or with those uses specifically set forth in the “Pointe 
Anaheim Overlay.”  The third Specific Plan in the area is the Hotel Circle Specific Plan which 
encompasses approximately 6.8 acres and provides for the development of a total of 969 hotel 
rooms (543 rooms currently exist).  The Hotel Circle Specific Plan was adopted in August 1994.  
Together, the three Specific Plans encompass the entire 1,078-acre Anaheim Resort.  In 
conjunction with the approval of the ARSP, the City Council also approved The Anaheim Resort 
Identity Program and The Anaheim Resort Public Realm Landscape Program to create a 
uniform identity and landscape program to improve the visual quality of the entire Anaheim 
Resort.  These plans addressed the Public Realm (the area within the public right-of-way) and 
the Setback Realm (the area between the public right-of-way and the private buildings).  The 
Anaheim Resort Specific Plan EIR No. 313 (EIR No. 313) analyzed the cumulative impacts 
associated with the entire Anaheim Resort and surrounding area, including the development of 
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all three Specific Plans and the implementation of The Anaheim Resort Identity Program and 
The Anaheim Resort Public Realm Landscape Program mentioned herein. 

EIR No. 313 is a Master EIR, as defined in Section 21157(a) of the California Public Resources 
Code, prepared to assess the impacts of the ARSP.  The Master EIR approach was appropriate 
for this project because it allows a comprehensive consideration of the reasonably anticipated 
scope of development under the project and will serve as the base document for any future 
environmental review necessary for development within the ARSP Area which conforms to the 
parameters and assumptions addressed in the EIR.  The EIR looked at two stages of 
development in order to analyze the expected pace and timing of the Specific Plan construction.  
The first stage, denoted “Year 2000", examined an early stage of development, while the 
second stage, denoted “Year 2010", examined full buildout. 

EIR No. 313 is in accordance with the California Environmental Quality Act (CEQA) (California 
Public Resources Code §§ 21000 et seq.), California CEQA Guidelines (California Code of 
Regulations, Title 14, §§ 15000 et seq.), and the City of Anaheim CEQA Guidelines.  The 
California CEQA Guidelines were revised in May 1997, and provide new language regarding 
Master EIRs.  The intent of the revised Guidelines is to provide for a periodic review of a Master 
EIR to ensure that it continues to adequately represent the environmental setting and analysis 
of the significant environmental effects of the project for which it was prepared.  The relevant 
sections include the new Article 11.5, Master Environmental Impact Reports and the new 
relevant sections: 15175, Master EIR; 15178, Subsequent Projects Identified in the MEIR; and, 
15179, Limitations on the Use of the Master EIR.  Section 15179 states: 

“The certified Master EIR shall not be used in accordance with this article if either (i) it 
was certified more than five years prior to the filing of an application for a later project, or 
(ii) a project not identified in the certified Master EIR as an anticipated subsequent 
project is approved and the approved project may affect the adequacy of the Master 
EIR, unless the lead agency does one of the following:  

1.1  Reviews the Master EIR and finds that no substantial changes have 
occurred with respect to the circumstances under which the Master EIR 
was certified, or that there is no new available information which was not 
known and could not have been known at the time the Master EIR was 
certified; or 

1.2  Prepares a subsequent or supplemental EIR that updates or revises the 
Master EIR and which either (i) is incorporated into the previously-
certified Master EIR, or (ii) references any deletions, additions or other 
modifications to the previously-certified Master EIR.” 

Although the CEQA Guidelines have been revised since May 1997, the relevant text regarding 
Master EIRs has not undergone any revisions or additions since that date. 

In addition to being a Master EIR, EIR No. 313 was also prepared at a level of specificity 
appropriate for the document to be used as a project EIR for all projected development within 
the boundaries of the ARSP Area and all of the associated public improvements and project 
mitigation measures. 

This Validation Report serves as the second Validation Report for EIR No. 313.  The first report, 
prepared in 1999 or five years after certification of EIR No. 313, reviewed the relevance and 
accuracy of EIR No. 313 based on development of the ARSP area up to that point and all future 
anticipated development within the ARSP.  The 1999 Validation Report concluded that EIR 
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SECTION 2.0 PROJECT MATRICES 

The validation process for EIR No. 313 started with comparing the related projects assessed in 
EIR No. 313 with projects that have been entitled, completed since 1994, or are currently in 
process.  Assembling the most current project information helped in determining if density, 
design, and land use requirements established in the Specific Plan and assessed in the original 
EIR are still being met.  The information was also reviewed to determine if there are indications 
of any new environmental impacts or significant changes that would require a 
supplemental/subsequent EIR.  The status of cumulative projects originally addressed in EIR 
No. 313, along with new projects since 1994, was researched by the City of Anaheim’s Planning 
Department.  A comparison was made between the original and current projects in the ARSP 
Area.  Related projects assessed in EIR No. 313 are found in Table 4, EIR No. 313 Original 
Cumulative Projects.  Descriptions of the individual tables are listed below.  The project 
numbers found in the tables match the notations shown on Exhibit 3, Related Projects. 

2.1 TABLE 2, PROJECTS WITHIN ARSP AREA SINCE CERTIFICATION OF EIR NO. 313 

Table 2 is a list of projects within the ARSP Area that have been approved since certification of 
EIR No. 313.  The projects’ status are listed and range from “completed” to “entitled”.  The 
letters given in the Project Number column correspond to the projects’ locations shown on 
Exhibit 3, Related Projects. 

A total of 2,110 hotel rooms (2025 approved new rooms plus 50,745 square feet of restaurant/ 
retail area which is the equivalent of 85 rooms) are accounted for in Table 2 plus 722 renovated 
rooms.  Of the 2,110 rooms indicated, the equivalent of 907 new rooms are completed or under 
construction. 

2.2 TABLE 3, CURRENT AND COMPLETED RELATED PROJECTS NOT ADDRESSED 
IN EIR NO. 313 

Table 3 lists currently entitled, completed, and in process related projects that were not 
evaluated in EIR No. 313.  The different uses in the table are defined in square footage, with the 
exception of hotels which are defined by the number of hotel rooms, as used in EIR No. 313.  
The locations of the projects are indicated on Exhibit 3, Related Projects.  Some of the projects 
are located within the City of Anaheim, but outside of the ARSP Area.  Other projects are in the 
neighboring cities of Garden Grove and Orange.  The status of these projects, ranging from in-
process to completed, is also listed.  With a total of 3,391,752 square feet, “Retail” accounts for 
a large portion of the land uses in this table, due to the variety of mixed-use projects that have 
been, or are planned to be, built near the ARSP Area.  These include The Block in the City of 
Orange, Riverwalk in the City of Garden Grove, Sportstown Anaheim (previously Anaheim 
Stadium Center Project located at Gene Autry Way and State College Boulevard, which 
includes the Edison International Field of Anaheim), Anaheim Gardenwalk (previously 
Pointe✳Anaheim) (located generally east of Harbor Boulevard, west of Clementine Street, 
south of Freedman Way, and north of Katella Avenue) and the land uses adopted for The 
Platinum Triangle (previously referred to as the “Anaheim Stadium Area”) as part of the citywide 
Anaheim General Plan Updated adopted in May 2004.  These projects also account for a large 
number of the total hotel rooms (5,286) listed in Table 3.  In addition to visitor-serving uses, two 
new residential developments have been completed since the completion of EIR No. 313 
(Manzanita Walk in the City of Anaheim with 48 units, and the Heritage Development in the City 
of Garden Grove which includes 136 single-family homes) and up to 9,175 residential units have 
been designated for The Platinum Triangle as part of the citywide General Plan Update.  There 
are several related projects that contain office uses, for a total of 4,833,690 square feet.  Many 
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of the projects in Table 3 also include a variety of other uses labeled as “miscellaneous.”  These 
uses include a fitness center, a daycare facility, self-storage and a showroom, for a total of 
3,400,120 square feet.  It should be noted that some uses designated “miscellaneous” were not 
measured in square feet, such as the stadium as part of the Sportstown Anaheim project and 
the 16- to 24-screen cinema, included in the City of Garden Grove Riverwalk project. 

2.3 TABLE 4, EIR NO. 313 ORIGINAL CUMULATIVE PROJECTS 

Table 4 includes all of the cumulative projects originally listed in Table 4.1 on page 4-2 of EIR 
No. 313.  Section I of Table 4 focuses on original projects that have received entitlement and/or 
are under construction.  Seventeen of the listed projects on the original Table 4.1 in EIR No. 313 
are no longer anticipated.  This status has resulted for a variety of reasons which are listed in 
Table 4, Section II.  In some cases, the projects were never approved or the entitlement 
(i.e., Conditional Use Permit) have since expired.  Like Table 2, the different uses in the table 
are defined in square footage, with the exception of hotels, which are defined by the number of 
hotel rooms. 

Much of the anticipated square footage associated with the related projects has not been built.  
For instance, the “office” column in Table 4, indicates that EIR No. 313 assumed 8,037,799 
square feet to be developed by year 2000.  However, only 305,430 square feet has actually 
been constructed, less than 4 percent of development originally analyzed, leaving a balance of  
7,732,369 square feet which was analyzed as related projects, but is not in the entitlement 
process or has been approved, but not constructed.  In EIR No. 313, 7,209 hotel rooms within 
the related projects area were analyzed.  Of that total, 5,434 rooms have been built or entitled 
so far, leaving a balance of 1,775 rooms assessed for development in the area surrounding the 
ARSP Area.  The development of miscellaneous uses has also been lower than originally 
anticipated in EIR No. 313.  A total of 4,843,775 sq. ft. was analyzed in EIR No. 313, but 
4,495,800 square feet has actually been built or entitled.  This leaves a balance of 347,975 
square feet of miscellaneous uses that have not been entitled or the entitlement has expired. 

It should be noted that a few projects which are no longer valid have been replaced since the 
completion of EIR No. 313 with other projects on the same site.  For example, the Anaheim 
Stadium Center is now the location of Sportstown Anaheim discussed in Table 3, Current and 
Completed Related Projects Not Addressed in EIR No. 313.  The usage/square footage 
changed from 2,118,480 square feet of office space to 250,000 square feet of office space, 
750,000 square feet of retail space (including retail/entertainment/restaurant uses/square 
footage), 500 hotel rooms, 150,000 square feet of exhibition space and 119,543 seats for 
existing and future stadiums.  Another example is the Central Park Towers project, which is now 
identified as Stadium Crossings, also detailed in Table 3.  These projects, which are located 
within The Platinum Triangle, were subsequently incorporated into The Platinum Triangle 
General Plan land use density. 

2.4 TABLE 5, SUMMARY 

Table 5 is a summary of Tables 2 through 4 and provides a summary of square footages and 
hotel rooms that are in process or have been entitled or built since September 1994, as well as 
projects that were assumed in EIR No. 313.  The summary table gives the net difference 
between related projects and those within the ARSP area compared to the original EIR 
assessment.  As mentioned above, projects within the Anaheim Resort are measured by the 
number of hotel rooms proposed and developed, while those related projects located outside 
the Anaheim Resort are measured by square footage for the different uses (e.g., office, retail). 
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The amount of development that has taken place and is in the planning process within the 
ARSP area is well below the amount of development assessed in EIR No. 313.  Within the 
Specific Plan Area, only thirteen percent of the development assessed in the Master EIR has 
been processed for development or completed.  After inclusion of the expansion areas 
addressed by Amendment No. 1, 3, and 5, an additional 2,484 new hotel rooms within the 
ARSP area can be accommodated. 

For related projects, the amount of office space currently anticipated is less than what was 
assessed in EIR No. 313.  Many office developments assumed in EIR No. 313 were never built.  
These include the Stadium Business Park (1,519,200 sq. ft.), Anaheim Stadium Center 
(2,118,480 sq. ft.), Hanover/Katella Office Park (1,179,375 sq. ft.), and the unbuilt portion of the 
Koll Center Orange development (1,021,111 sq. ft.) and many of these entitlements have 
expired or alternate uses are proposed.  Other related project land uses exceed the original EIR 
assessment, primarily due to the scale of a few projects and their permitted intensities, 
including: Sportstown Anaheim, Anaheim Gardenwalk (previously Pointe Anaheim), Riverwalk, 
The Block, and The Platinum Triangle. 

In summary, while the amount of current retail-related square footage and miscellaneous-
related projects exceeds that analyzed in EIR No. 313, the amount of office square footage of 
related projects is less than what was analyzed in EIR No. 313.  Office uses create the highest 
number of peak hour trips of any of the land uses addressed, thus providing additional capacity 
on the local and regional street network for the retail and miscellaneous related projects.  In 
addition, the current related projects are located outside of the ARSP area, many outside the 
City of Anaheim.  Although CEQA requires a review of related projects for cumulative analysis, 
these projects have prepared or will be required to prepare environmental documentation, which 
includes the ARSP as a related project prior to project approval.  These related projects will be 
responsible for the mitigation of specific project related impacts.  Therefore, the analysis in EIR 
No. 313 continues to be valid as the current related projects do not result in any additional 
impacts to the ARSP area that have not been environmentally addressed and mitigated through 
EIR No. 313.   

Further, the technical studies and analysis presented in EIR No. 330 included the maximum 
density allocated for The Anaheim Resort, including the ARSP area as well as updated 
information on cumulative projects.  With the exception of mitigation specifically required for the 
ARSP Amendment No. 5 expansion area, EIR No. 330 did not require any additional 
infrastructure improvements for the ARSP area beyond those previously identified in connection 
with EIR No. 313.  Additionally, the only Overriding Consideration adopted in conjunction with 
EIR No. 330 and related to The Anaheim Resort involved the Ball Road and Harbor Boulevard 
intersection which was identified as an Overriding Consideration with certification of the EIR 
No. 313.  Therefore, the conditions surrounding the certification of the EIR No. 330 further 
support the continued validity of EIR No. 313.

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SECTION 3.0 REVIEW OF THE ANAHEIM RESORT SPECIFIC PLAN EIR NO. 313 

This portion of the Validation Report examines each environmental topical issue analyzed in 
EIR No. 313 including: land use, transportation, air quality, noise, earth resources, hydrology, 
socioeconomics, public services and utilities, hazardous materials, aesthetics, cultural 
resources, energy, and construction.  Mitigation measures were required to reduce the impact 
from development of the ARSP on the environment.  For each of the above-mentioned topical 
issues, a summary of the previous environmental analysis from EIR No. 313 is provided, 
followed by a current review explaining what, if any, changes have occurred since adoption, 
particularly during the past five years since the 1999 Validation Report deemed EIR No. 313 still 
valid. 

Much of the information was obtained through review of the recently certified EIR No. 330 and 
the City of Anaheim General Plan as well as the supporting documents relevant to the ARSP 
Area. 

3.1 LAND USE-RELATED PLANS AND POLICIES 

3.1.1 SUMMARY OF PREVIOUS ENVIRONMENTAL ANALYSIS 

EIR No. 313 addressed several local and regional plans and programs that would have 
relevancy to development in and around the ARSP Area.  Examples of related programs include 
the City of Anaheim General Plan, The Disneyland Resort Specific Plan, several Orange County 
Transportation Authority (OCTA) projects, and the California Department of Transportation 
(Caltrans) Interstate 5 Widening Project.  The programs can be placed into four broad 
categories: City of Anaheim Planning Programs, Regional Planning Programs, Regional 
Transportation Planning Programs, and the Farmland Mapping and Monitoring Program.  A 
description of each program was given in EIR No. 313, including:  purpose of the program, 
elements involved, time-line and expected completion date, if applicable, and expected impacts 
and/or benefits to the City of Anaheim.  Environmental impacts from these related policies were 
addressed throughout the EIR. 

EIR No. 313 found that after implementation of the adopted land use mitigation measure, no 
significant unavoidable adverse effects were anticipated with the exception of the removal of an 
agricultural field, due to prime farmland status, which was considered significant.  A Statement 
of Overriding Considerations was adopted by the City Council related to the removal of prime 
farmland. 

3.1.2 CURRENT REVIEW 

Amendment No. 5 to the ARSP has been approved since approval of the last Validation Report 
in September 1999 for a total of four amendments and four approved adjustments since the 
original adoption of the Specific Plan in September 1994.  Each of the amendments and the 
adjustments are discussed in Section 1.2, Project Background of this report.  Approval of these 
amendments and adjustments has not altered the ARSP with respect to the land use-related 
plans and policies set forth in EIR No. 313.  In addition, in May 2004, the City Council adopted a 
citywide General Plan Update and certified EIR No. 330.  The General Plan Update amended 
the approved land uses and/or development intensity in specific areas of the City.  However, 
with the exception of expanding the ARSP by 26.4 acres as described in Section 1.2.5, ARSP 
Amendment No 5, no changes were made to the balance of the ARSP area.  EIR No. 330 
addressed impacts related to the Amendment No. 5 expansion area (required mitigation 
measures for this area are set forth in the Updated and Modified Mitigation Monitoring Program 
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0085a), however no new impacts associated with the General Plan Update were identified for 
the balance of the ARSP area beyond those which were previously addressed in EIR No. 313.. 

Review of EIR No. 313 finds that no substantial changes have occurred with respect to the land 
use-related plans and policies under which the Master EIR was certified and no new material 
information is available which was not known and could not have been known at the time the 
Master EIR was certified, except as mentioned above. 

3.2 LAND USE COMPATIBILITY 

3.2.1 SUMMARY OF PREVIOUS ENVIRONMENTAL ANALYSIS 

EIR No. 313 analyzed the densities and compatibility of land uses within the ARSP Area and in 
surrounding areas.  The ARSP encourages consistency with the visitor-serving nature of the 
entire Anaheim Resort area.  The ARSP Area consists of two districts:  the Commercial 
Recreation (C-R) District and the Public Recreation (PR) District.  The C-R District, which then 
encompassed approximately 317.6 acres, permits restaurant and hotel/motel development 
(Refer to Section 1.2, Project Background for a discussion of Specific Plan 
Amendments/Adjustment).  In addition, other visitor-serving uses are allowed, subject to the 
approval of a conditional use permit.  The PR District encompasses City-owned facilities such 
as the Anaheim Convention Center complex and associated parking facilities, and the existing 
Anaheim Hilton Hotel.  The Districts within the ARSP Zone are designed to be internally 
compatible with each other, the uses designated within The Disneyland Resort and Hotel Circle 
Specific Plan Areas, and other adjacent uses.   

EIR No. 313 found that implementation of the ARSP could result in indirect compatibility impacts 
with adjacent residential uses located south of the Anaheim Convention Center, north and east 
of Ball Road, south of Katella Avenue, and east of Haster Street.  Long-term cumulative 
construction impacts were anticipated to be significant.  The loss of prime agricultural land was 
considered significant and unavoidable and the development of agricultural land adjacent to 
residential uses was expected to result in significant impacts.  A Statement of Overriding 
Considerations was adopted by the City Council relating to all of these land use impacts. 

3.2.2 CURRENT REVIEW 

Ongoing development of the ARSP Area continues to consist primarily of visitor-serving uses, 
including hotels and restaurants.  These uses are consistent with the original intent of the ARSP 
and were analyzed for land use compatibility in EIR No. 313.  All development continues to be 
subject to the Design Plan that was established in the ARSP.   

Several amendments to the ARSP have been approved and increased the total acreage of the 
ARSP area by 31.8 acres.  Future development within these expansion areas would be subject 
to all requirements set forth in the ARSP and associated Design Plan to ensure compatibility 
with the rest of the project. 

The Anaheim Gardenwalk project (previously Pointe Anaheim), was approved within The 
Disneyland Resort Specific Plan in 1999 and amended in 2002.  This project, as approved, 
exceeds the original density established by The Disneyland Resort Specific Plan for the site; 
however, a Mitigated Negative Declaration was approved in conjunction with a General Plan 
Amendment and a Specific Plan Amendment for the Anaheim Gardenwalk project, which 
addressed and mitigated the increased density.  As stated in Section 2.4, the related projects 
since the certification of EIR No. 313 have included more retail and miscellaneous uses and 
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less office uses than originally anticipated in EIR No. 313.  However, each of these projects 
either have or will require environmental documentation to ensure no significant land use 
incompatibilities would occur with the ARSP. 

There are no new significant adverse impacts related to the amendments or adjustment to the 
Specific Plan or development that has occurred since 1994 beyond those projected in EIR 
No. 313 and addressed through the Statement of Overriding Considerations.  Review of the EIR 
No. 313 finds that no substantial changes have occurred with respect to land use compatibility 
under which the Master EIR was certified and no new material information is available which 
was not known and could not have been known at the time the Master EIR was certified, except 
as discussed herein. 

3.3 TRANSPORTATION AND CIRCULATION 

3.3.1 SUMMARY OF PREVIOUS ENVIRONMENTAL ANALYSIS 

The Transportation and Circulation Section in EIR No. 313 describes in detail the impact of 
implementing the ARSP on local and regional transportation systems.  The study area for the 
transportation and circulation analysis is consistent with the study area examined in The 
Disneyland Resort Specific Plan Final EIR and is generally bounded on the north by Lincoln 
Avenue, on the east by the Santa Ana River, on the south by State Route 22, and the west by 
Euclid Street.   

The traffic impacts related to implementation of the ARSP were determined based on an 
analysis of average daily traffic (ADT) roadway volumes and peak hour intersection volumes for 
the circulation system in and around the Specific Plan Area.  The technical means for producing 
vehicle trip generation estimates for existing and future land uses in the City of Anaheim and the 
surrounding region has been established in the City’s traffic model.  The traffic impacts 
associated with Anaheim Resort development were analyzed based on both a short-range (year 
2000) and a long-range (year 2010) time frame.   

Future transit systems are addressed, but not assumed, in the Transportation Section of EIR 
No. 313.  These include the Central Orange County Fixed-Guideway Project (now referred to as 
the Orange County CenterLine Project), the Transitway and HOV Lane System, the Expanded 
OCTA Bus Service, and the Intercity Commuter Rail Service (now Metrolink).  Within the 
Anaheim Resort area, an Intermodal Transportation Center (ITC) was assessed, which would 
incorporate the private shuttles that many hotels/motels already own.  It was anticipated that this 
system would reduce area-wide traffic impacts and, by using clean-fueled vehicles, would assist 
in reducing local air quality impacts.   

Implementation of the required circulation system improvements for baseline growth and the 
ARSP would require the acquisition of additional right-of-way and would result in the partial or 
complete dislocation of certain uses.  Right-of-way acquisitions are required for landscaped 
buffer zones, sidewalks, and pedestrian ways with the remainder for travel lanes.  Intersection, 
roadway and infrastructure improvements will create short-term impacts as each roadway 
segment and intersection is improved.  These improvements will be phased based on a 
construction phasing plan to minimize impacts to surrounding areas.  A Traffic Management 
Plan is being implemented as part of the Construction Phasing Plan to minimize traffic 
disruption.   

EIR No. 313 found that after implementation of the adopted Transportation and Circulation 
mitigation measures, all significant adverse effects were lessened to a level considered less

than significant with the exception of four intersections which were projected to operate at 
unacceptable levels of service in the Year 2010 with implementation of the ARSP and the 
background improvements.  The four intersections are: Harbor Boulevard and Ball Road, 
Anaheim Boulevard/Haster Street and Katella Avenue, Haster Street and Orangewood Avenue, 
and Lewis Street and Katella Avenue.  A Statement of Overriding Considerations was adopted 
by the City Council related to these intersections. 

3.3.2 CURRENT REVIEW 

Impacts related to transportation and circulation remain similar to those identified in EIR No. 313 
with the exception of traffic related to the ARSP Amendment No. 5 expansion area described in 
Section 1.2.  Daily traffic estimates and construction impacts would be increased incrementally 
based on anticipated development of the project with up to 2,775 hotel rooms.  This increase 
was included in the analysis for EIR No. 330.  Based on the analysis in EIR No. 330, all 
intersections within and surrounding the ARSP Area are projected to operate at acceptable 
levels of service within implementation of mitigation measures identified in EIR No. 330 with the 
exception of one intersection which was previously identified as deficient in EIR No. 313.  The 
intersection of Harbor Boulevard and Ball Road would operate at an unacceptable level of 
service (“E” or “F”) even after implementation of mitigation.  The City Council adopted a 
Statement of Overriding Considerations related to this intersection in connection with the 
certification of EIR No. 330, which was consistent with the analysis previously prepared relative 
to this intersection in EIR No. 313. 

Implementation of the applicable mitigation measures in EIR Nos. 313 and 330 will continue to 
ensure that no significant adverse impacts to transportation and circulation, except for the 
intersection discussed above, will occur.  Review of EIR No. 313 finds that no substantial 
changes have occurred with respect to transportation and circulation under which the Master 
EIR was certified and no new material information is available which was not known and could 
not have been known at the time the Master EIR was certified. 

3.4 AIR QUALITY 

3.4.1 SUMMARY OF PREVIOUS ENVIRONMENTAL ANALYSIS 

EIR No. 313 explains the local and regional conditions of air quality.  The ARSP Area is located 
in the South Coast Air Basin (Basin) of California, which covers 6,600 square miles in Southern 
California, including all of Orange County and the non-desert areas of Los Angeles, Riverside, 
and San Bernardino Counties.  The climate in the Basin frequently experiences temperature 
inversions making air pollution dispersal difficult.  Other factors also hinder the dispersal of air 
pollutants, including meteorological conditions and topographical features. 

Federal, state, and regional authorities regulate air pollution in the Basin.  EIR No. 313 explains 
in detail the requirements that Southern California must meet in terms of the Clean Air Act 
(CAA) Amendments of 1990, the California Clean Air Act of 1988 (CCAA), and Southern 
California regional planning agencies such as the South Coast Air Quality Management District 
(SCAQMD), and the Southern California Association of Governments.  At the time Master EIR 
No. 313 was prepared, the Basin exceeded federal and state standards for ozone, carbon 
monoxide, nitrogen dioxide, and PM10.  EIR No. 313 also described the information gathered 
from the SCAQMD air monitoring station that is located at 1010 South Harbor Boulevard in 
Anaheim.   
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EIR No. 313 analyzed the potential air quality impacts from the ARSP Area based on four major 
categories: construction impacts, operational regional impacts, operational local impacts, and 
cumulative impacts.  Thresholds for project emissions are given in detail for both the regional 
and local levels.  Construction emissions were determined to be a significant unavoidable 
impact (in ROGs, Nox, CO, and PM10) that would occur on a temporary basis.  A Statement of 
Overriding  Considerations was adopted by the City Council related to air quality impacts. 

3.4.2 CURRENT REVIEW 

The South Coast Air Basin remains a federal non-attainment area for the national ambient air 
standards.  The most recent data from the SCAQMD air monitoring station in Anaheim is from 
2002 and is detailed in the table below.  As shown in Table 6, ozone, carbon monoxide, 
nitrogendioxide, and suspended particles (particulate matter) have all decreased in 
concentration since 1992.  According to this information, the overall air quality within the region 
has improved over the last 12 years.

Impacts related to development of the ARSP Area, including the expansion areas discussed in 
Section 1.2, will continue to create temporary, significant air quality impacts.  However, due to 
implementation of recommendations identified in the most recently amended State 
Implementation Plan (1999) and the 2003 Air Quality Management Plan, improved overall air 
quality within the SCAB, and the fact that development within the ARSP Area is not occurring as 
rapidly as first anticipated, projected air quality impacts have not been as severe as originally 
anticipated in EIR No. 313.  No additional significant adverse impacts are projected beyond 
those addressed in EIR No. 313 and described in the Statement of Overriding Considerations. 
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Review of the EIR No. 313 finds that no substantial changes have occurred with respect to the 
air quality circumstances under which the Master EIR was certified and no new material 
information is available which was not known or could not have been known at the time the 
Master EIR was certified. 

3.5 NOISE 

3.5.1 SUMMARY OF PREVIOUS ENVIRONMENTAL ANALYSIS 

Scales and guidelines used in assessing noise for the State of California and the City of 
Anaheim including the degradation of the existing noise environment are outlined in EIR 
No. 313.  Noise in the EIR was measured by the Community Noise Equivalent Level (CNEL), 
which is an average of all measured noise levels over a 24-hour period based on the 
“A-weighted decibel”.  The City of Anaheim Noise Element from the General Plan was included 
in the EIR to depict acceptable noise levels for various land uses including residential units, 
school, and industrial businesses.  Field measurements taken in The Anaheim Resort were also 
shown.  The major source of noise in the ARSP Area comes from vehicular traffic along I-5, 
Katella Avenue, Harbor Boulevard, Ball Road, West Street/Disneyland Drive, Walnut Street, and 
Cerritos Avenue.  Other noise sources in the area include overflying aircraft, various attractions 
at Disneyland, including the Fantasmic show in the evening hours, other seasonal fireworks, 
Splash Mountain, and the Mark Twain boat horn. 

The exterior noise limits for residential and commercial uses were projected in the EIR to be 
exceeded along many streets including Ball Road, Katella Avenue, Orangewood Avenue, 
Harbor Boulevard, Haster Street, and Anaheim Boulevard.  These noise measurements can be 
seen in Table 3.5-3 of EIR No. 313.  Long-term noise impacts were analyzed in the EIR, and 
determined not to be a significant project-related impact.  EIR No. 313 found that after 
implementation of the adopted noise mitigation measures, no significant unavoidable adverse 
effects were anticipated with the exception of noise impacts from construction.  A Statement of 
Overriding Considerations was adopted by the City Council related to construction noise. 

3.5.2 CURRENT REVIEW 

The anticipated noise environment of the ARSP remains unchanged from the previously 
analyzed conditions in EIR No. 313.  The ambient noise environment continues to be dominated 
by traffic noise with additional sources of noise including aircraft overflights and uses within the 
Disneyland Resort.  The levels of noise as well as the types of noise related to existing and 
future development within the ARSP remains consistent with the analysis presented in EIR 
No. 313.  No new significant and/or unavoidable adverse impacts are projected from noise 
beyond those projected in EIR No. 313 and the Statement of Overriding Considerations. 

Review of EIR No. 313 finds that no substantial changes have occurred with respect to noise 
impacts under which the Master EIR was certified and no new material information is available 
which was not known and could not have been known at the time the Master EIR was certified. 

3.6 EARTH RESOURCES 

3.6.1 SUMMARY OF PREVIOUS ENVIRONMENTAL ANALYSIS 

The physiography, topography, and geology of the region are described in EIR No. 313.  
Environmental areas associated with earthquakes include groundshaking, liquefaction, ground 
rupture, and flooding.  There is likely to be strong groundshaking in the project area as a result 
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of an earthquake; however, the possibility of damage is not unusually severe in comparison to 
the rest of the region.  The potential geologic and seismic hazards identified for the project area 
are not substantially different from other inland and flatland sites in Southern California.  With 
the implementation of the ARSP, settlement of soils and erosion are expected to be minimal.  

Implementation of the ARSP project will expose people to potential seismic risks that are not 
unusually severe compared to general conditions in Southern California.  Mitigation measures 
included with the project ensure that building designs comply with safety codes and that 
earthquake emergency response plans are in place.  With implementation of these mitigation 
measures, impacts from the project were not considered significant. 

3.6.2 CURRENT REVIEW 

The geologic make up of the ARSP Area remains the same as previously described in EIR 
No. 313 with the exception of the expansion areas described in Section 1.2.  However, 
introduction of these expanded areas would not change any anticipated geologic impacts 
related to the ARSP project.  The expansion areas are developed with a mix of urban uses 
including hotels, restaurants, retail, and professional offices and would not require extensive 
grading, excavation, or earth movement which would trigger a geologic impact.  Implementation 
of the mitigation measures presented in EIR No. 313 would continue to limit the potential earth 
resources impacts from development to a level considered less than significant. 

Review of EIR No. 313 finds that no substantial changes have occurred with respect to earth 
resources conditions under which the Master EIR was certified and no new material information 
is available which was not known and could not have been known at the time the Master EIR 
was certified. 

3.7 GROUNDWATER AND SURFACE HYDROLOGY 

3.7.1 SUMMARY OF PREVIOUS ENVIRONMENTAL ANALYSIS 

A majority of the Anaheim Resort area is currently paved, leading to greater stormwater runoff.  
Urban growth diminishes the amount of pervious land, such as open fields, where rainfall can 
percolate into the ground.  A baseline Drainage Area Management Plan was prepared to control 
the discharge of pollutants.  In accordance with the County’s NPDES stormwater discharge 
regulations, structural best management practices (BMP) placed throughout the Specific Plan 
Area will achieve water quality enhancement through filtration, sedimentation, and other 
standard practices. 

The ARSP Area does not contribute significantly to groundwater recharge.  The Orange County 
Sanitation District is proposing to build a pipeline to the project area to provide reclaimed water.  
If constructed, reclaimed water could be used for landscape irrigation, which would reduce the 
amount of potable water demands with implementation of the Specific Plan. 

EIR No. 313 found that after implementation of the adopted hydrology mitigation measures, no 
significant unavoidable adverse effects were anticipated from the implementation of the ARSP. 

3.7.2 CURRENT REVIEW 

No changes with respect to groundwater or surface hydrology have taken place in the ARSP 
area since adoption of EIR No. 313. 
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The expansion area is currently developed with urban uses and drains into the existing 
stormwater drainage system.  Runoff volumes from the expansion area are not expected to 
increase due to its currently developed condition.  EIR No. 330 identifies that existing storm 
drain facilities within portions of the ARSP Amendment No. 5 expansion area are currently 
deficient or would be deficient with implementation of anticipated future development.  
Implementation of mitigation identified in the EIR No. 330 would reduce these impacts to less 
than significant levels. 

As indicated in the mitigation program for EIR No. 313, project development within the ARSP 
would have to comply with requirements set forth in the applicable Drainage Area Management 
Plan (DAMP) and National Pollutant Discharge Elimination System (NPDES) permit.  Since 
adoption of EIR No. 313, a third term permit was issued in January 2002 to the County of 
Orange and Co-permittees (including the City of Anaheim) by the Santa Ana Regional Water 
Quality Control Board (Order No. R8-2002-0010) governing the public storm drain system 
discharges.  Co-permittees subsequently developed a 2003 (DAMP) to implement the 
requirements of the NPDES permit.  EIR No. 330 identifies applicable existing codes and 
regulations which would reduce the potential for any significant impacts to less than significant. 

Implementation of mitigation measures from EIR Nos. 313 and 330 will continue to limit 
groundwater and surface hydrology impacts to a level considered less than significant. 

Review of the ARSP Master EIR No. 313 finds that no substantial changes have occurred with 
respect to groundwater and surface hydrology conditions under which the Master EIR was 
certified and no new material information is available which was not known and could not have 
been known at the time the Master EIR was certified. 

3.8 EMPLOYMENT, POPULATION, AND HOUSING 

3.8.1 SUMMARY OF PREVIOUS ENVIRONMENTAL ANALYSIS 

The data for this section of EIR No. 313 was based on a technical report prepared by Hamilton, 
Rabinovitz & Alschuler Inc. (1992) for The Disneyland Resort EIR, Technical Appendix H of The 
Disneyland Resort Specific Plan EIR No. 311.  The study was based on the Southern California 
Association of Governments (SCAG) 1989 Orange County Projections: the City of Anaheim and 
the Northwest Orange County Subregion.  The Northwest Orange County Subregion includes 
Fullerton, Buena Park, Anaheim, Santa Ana, and the coast between Huntington Beach and 
Newport Beach. 

SCAG’s forecast for employment in 2010 for each of the two geographical zones around the 
project area was 216,218 jobs within the City of Anaheim and 941,483 for the Northwest Orange 
County Subregion. 

The implementation of future development under the guidance of the ARSP will directly add new 
jobs as a result of construction and operation.  Employment generated by future development 
within the Specific Plan Area is considered an indirect impact of the ARSP.  Estimated net 
employment within the ARSP Area was based on an average employment generation factor of 
1.11 employees per hotel or motel room.  Thus, at 2010, future development allowed under the 
ARSP will create a total of 18,113 jobs.   

In terms of population, SCAG projected that the City of Anaheim’s population would be 302,704 
in 2010, with the Northwest Orange County Subregion projected to have a population of 
1,722,491.  The ARSP Area does not result in any direct increase in population for the City of 
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Anaheim or the Northwest Orange County Subregion since no new dwelling units will be built 
within the project boundaries. 

Analysis conducted for EIR No. 313 determined that no unavoidable adverse impacts related to 
employment, population, and housing would occur with implementation of the project. 

3.8.2 CURRENT REVIEW 

According to U.S. Census 2000 population, housing, and employment figures, the City of 
Anaheim is developing more rapidly than previously projected.  As indicated in EIR No. 330, the 
Census data indicates that the City of Anaheim population in year 2000 was approximately 
328,014 which represents over an 18 percent increase from the EIR No. 313 projection of 
276,508.  Conversely, EIR No. 313 projected 105,992 housing units within the City of Anaheim 
in year 2000 while the U.S. Census identified the actual number of housing units at 99,719 
units, or just under a six percent decrease.  The ARSP project will not directly contribute to 
either the forecasted population or housing supply for the City of Anaheim and surrounding 
areas since residential development is not included in the Specific Plan Area. 

The projected employment in the ARSP is based on the number of hotel rooms approved for the 
Specific Plan.  EIR No. 313 anticipated a total of 18,113 new employees based on a maximum 
of 16,318 new hotel rooms (at a generation rate of 1.11).  Approval of subsequent amendments 
to the ARSP, as detailed in Section 1.2, have increased the maximum allowable number of new 
hotel rooms within the ARSP area to 18,802 which increased the anticipated new employees to 
20,870.  To date, the equivalent of 907 new hotel rooms have been built or are under 
construction and an additional 722 existing hotel rooms have been renovated.  At a generation 
rate of 1.11, this equals approximately 1,808 jobs.  However, these employment figures 
represent a small fraction of anticipated employment associated with buildout of the Specific 
Plan project area.  Employment will continue to increase in the ARSP Area as development 
continues.  Although these new numbers are slightly higher than those evaluated in EIR 
No. 313, EIR No. 330 has taken this increase into account.  No new significant impacts are 
projected to occur related to employment, population, and housing with continued 
implementation of the ARSP. 

Review of EIR No. 313 finds that no substantial changes have occurred with respect to 
employment, population, and housing conditions under which the Master EIR was certified and 
no new material information is available which was not known and could not have been known 
at the time the Master EIR was certified. 

3.9 PUBLIC SERVICES AND UTILITIES 

3.9.1 FIRE PROTECTION 

Summary of Previous Environmental Analysis 

For the Anaheim Resort, fire protection, inspection, and permit services are provided through 
the fire companies located in Fire Stations 1, 3, and 6 and through the Department’s Fire 
Prevention Division.  The Fire Prevention Division has one inspector to handle all trade shows in 
the Anaheim Resort and Anaheim Stadium areas.  Inspections and plan check services for the 
new construction projects have increased the demand on the Fire Department.  It was stated in 
EIR No. 313 that one additional inspector and one plan checker would be needed to provide 
services for inspection and construction of future developments in the Anaheim Resort.  The 
EIR also stated that response time standards in the project area were being met, and showed 
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distance and response times by station in Table 3.9-2.  Roadway and intersection 
improvements, set forth as mitigation measures in the EIR, were expected to improve 
emergency vehicle response times. 

Due to the increased number of visitors in the ARSP Area, the impact on fire protection services 
is considered significant by the Anaheim Fire Department.  Fire personnel needed as a result of 
the increase in service demands will be funded through tax proceeds associated with 
incremental growth in the City.  EIR No. 313 found that with implementation of the ARSP 
mitigation measures, no significant and unavoidable impacts to fire protection services were 
anticipated. 

Current Review 

Fire protection services required for the ARSP Area remain consistent with those evaluated in 
EIR No. 313.  The project site continues to be served by the City of Anaheim Fire Department.  
The four stations serving the project site are: 

 Resort Station 3, 1717 South Clementine 

 Euclid Station 6, 1330 South Euclid Street 

 Stadium Station 7, 2222 East Ball Road 

 Disney Station, Downtown Disney 

While overall demand for fire protection services would increase due to the addition of 
expansion areas as detailed in Section 1.2, these increases would not be significant considering 
the expansion areas were currently developed with urban uses and required some level of fire 
protection service prior to inclusion within the ARSP.  The demand for service would increase 
incrementally as the areas are developed with uses proposed by the ARSP.  Further, EIR 
No. 330 took these expansion areas and proposed development within these areas into 
consideration when evaluating impacts to fire protection on a city-wide basis. 

Implementation of mitigation set forth in EIR Nos. 313 and 330 would ensure that no significant 
adverse impacts related to fire protection service will occur.  Review of EIR No. 313 finds that 
no substantial changes have occurred with respect to impacts to fire protection service under 
which the Master EIR was certified and no new material information is available which was not 
known and could not have been known at the time the Master EIR was certified. 

3.9.2 POLICE SERVICES 

Summary of Previous Environmental Analysis 

The ARSP Area is served by the Anaheim Police Department from the Mark A. Stephenson 
Police Station, located at 425 S. Harbor Boulevard, and the Anaheim Canyon substation.  EIR 
No. 313 lists the number of police units assigned to the Specific Plan Area, along with the 
services provided.  According to the Police Department, typical crime problems in the project 
area are those associated with a high transient visitor population.   

The Police Department estimated that implementation of the ARSP area would create an 
increase in service calls.  The number of service calls projected for the Year 2010 was double 
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the 1994 service level.  The addition of police personnel within The Anaheim Resort would be 
funded through annual tax proceeds and incremental growth in and around the Anaheim Resort. 

EIR No. 313 found that with implementation of the ARSP mitigation measures, no significant 
unavoidable impacts on police protection were expected. 

Current Review 

Police protection services required for the ARSP area remain consistent with those evaluated in 
EIR No. 313.  Typical crime problems in the project area continue to be those associated with a 
high transient visitor population. 

While overall demand for police protection services would increase due to the addition of 
expansion areas as detailed in Section 1.2, these increases would not be significant considering 
the expansion areas were already developed with urban uses and required some level of police 
protection service prior to inclusion within the ARSP.  The demand for service would increase 
incrementally as the areas are developed with uses proposed by the ARSP.  Further, EIR 
No. 330 took these expansion areas and proposed development within these areas into 
consideration when evaluating impacts to fire protection services on a city-wide basis. 

Development of the Anaheim Gardenwalk project, located within The Anaheim Resort but 
outside the ARSP area, would require provision of an on-site “store-front” police/security office 
which would reduce future demand for police services generated by the Anaheim Gardenwalk 
project and provide an additional police facility in proximity to the ARSP area. 

Implementation of mitigation set forth in EIR Nos. 313 and 330 would ensure that no significant 
adverse impacts related to police protection service will occur.  Review of EIR No. 313 finds that 
no substantial changes have occurred with respect to impacts to police protection service under 
which the Master EIR was certified and no new material information is available which was not 
known and could not have been known at the time the Master EIR was certified. 

3.9.3 SOLID WASTE DISPOSAL SERVICE 

Summary of Previous Environmental Analysis 

EIR No. 313 explains the Solid Waste Management Plan that the City of Anaheim created in 
order to comply with the California Integrated Waste Management Act of 1989 (Assembly Bill 
939).  This law requires cities and counties in California to reduce waste generation by a 
minimum of 25 percent by 1995 and 50 percent by the year 2000.  Collection and recycling 
programs are underway in the City of Anaheim.  

All solid waste generated in the City of Anaheim is disposed of at the Olinda/Olinda-Alpha 
Landfill, which is permitted to receive 8,000 tons of solid waste per day, excluding asphalt or 
soil.  An expansion of the Olinda/Olinda-Alpha Landfill was approved by the Orange County 
Board of Supervisors on March 10, 1992.  Approximately 4,028 tons of solid waste is generated 
annually from hotels within the ARSP Area according to EIR No. 313.  This amount represents 
approximately .14 percent of the daily permitted capacity at the Olinda/Olinda-Alpha landfill. 

Impacts on solid waste disposal from development in the ARSP area will occur for the 
construction and occupancy stages.  The construction of individual projects within the area will 
create a one-time generation of waste material.  During occupancy, there will be an ongoing 
generation of waste.  Future developments within the Specific Plan area are expected to 
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generate approximately 29,373 tons annually.  Mitigation measures that require recycling and 
waste reduction will reduce the amount of solid waste produced.  However, due to limited landfill 
capacity, the impact to landfill capacity was expected to remain significant.  A Statement of 
Overriding Considerations was adopted by the City Council related to this solid waste issue. 

Current Review 

Waste generation from development in the ARSP area is disposed of at the Olinda/Olinda-Alpha 
landfill.  The rate of solid waste generation for the ARSP Area would be incrementally increased 
over anticipated generation identified in EIR No. 313 due to the addition of expansion areas as 
detailed in Section 1.2.  However, this increase is not significant considering the expansion 
areas were already developed with urban uses and required some level of solid waste disposal 
service prior to inclusion within the ARSP.  However, refuse may be disposed of at any active 
landfills in the County to ensure that maximum daily tonnage is not exceeded at the Olinda-
Alpha facility.  In accordance with Assembly Bill 939 requirements, Orange County developed a 
Countywide Integrated Waste Management Plan (CIWMP) which was adopted in 1996.  This 
CIWMP provided assurance that the County’s landfill system had adequate solid waste capacity 
for at least fifteen years.  According to EIR No. 330, the Orange County landfill system 
continues to have capacity in excess of 15 years. 

Continued implementation of mitigation identified in EIR No. 313 will ensure that no additional 
significant adverse impacts will occur related to solid waste.  Review of EIR No. 313 finds that 
no substantial changes have occurred with respect to solid waste conditions under which the 
Master EIR was certified and no new material information is available which was not known and 
could not have been known at the time the Master EIR was certified. 

3.9.4 PARKS 

Summary of Previous Environmental Analysis 

The Anaheim Community Services Department maintains six parks within a three-mile radius of 
the ARSP Area.  The six parks are, ranging from smallest to largest: Ross Park (5.5 acres), 
Palm Lane Park (7 acres), Ponderosa Park (9 acres), Stoddard Park (9.4 acres), Willow Park 
(10 acres), Boysen Park (21.2 acres), and Modjeska Park (24 acres).  The implementation of 
the ARSP will not result in any increased deficit in City parklands.  The ARSP has been 
developed as a resort destination including pedestrian linkages/amenities in a garden setting, 
thereby providing a beneficial impact.  No significant impacts to parks were identified and no 
mitigation measures were required. 

Current Review 

The Specific Plan continues to provide a beneficial impact for parks and recreation by providing 
opportunities for increased pedestrian-friendly uses and amenities throughout the Anaheim 
Resort area.  The ARSP area is surrounded by a number of parks as described above.  Review 
of EIR No. 313 finds that no substantial changes have occurred with respect to park conditions 
under which the Master EIR was certified and no new material information is available which 
was not known and could not have been known at the time the Master EIR was certified. 
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3.9.5 SCHOOLS 

Summary of Previous Environmental Analysis 

The schools analysis for EIR No. 313 assessed the impacts of the project on the Anaheim City 
School District (ACSD) and Anaheim Union High School District (AUHSD) based on the 
Hamilton, Rabinovitz & Alschuler, Inc. (1992) report prepared for The Disneyland Resort Draft 
EIR, Volume 5, Appendix J. 

Implementation of the ARSP does not produce any direct impacts on the AUHSD or ACSD 
since there will be no construction of new residential units.  In terms of impacts from inter-district 
transfers, there was not a significant demand for transfers among existing Anaheim Resort 
employees, and there was no reason to believe that the demand would increase with the 
implementation of the ARSP.   

The indirect effects of ARSP development on the Anaheim school districts were measured by 
looking at the estimated indirect demand for housing in the City.  It was estimated that the 
Specific Plan implementation could produce a need for 2,409 dwelling units within the 
boundaries of the AUHSD and the ACSD by 2010.  Given the projected number of dwelling 
units needed from implementation of the Specific Plan, the project could generate, at most, 588 
AUHSD students (0.244 per household x 2,409 project-related dwelling units = 588 AUHSD 
students) and 754 ACSD students (0.313 per household x 2,409 project-related dwelling units = 
754 ACSD students) at buildout. 

Under State law, a fee is collected in conjunction with development within the ARSP area.  A 
specific project’s fee is based on applicable floor area for commercial structures multiplied by 
$0.28 (applicable fee amount when EIR No. 313 was certified) per square foot, as adjusted by 
the State.  The impact fees are evenly divided between the ACSD and AUHSD.  The ARSP 
Area could generate up to 9.8 million square feet of development equating to approximately 
$2.74 million in developer fees.  To the extent that implementation of the Specific Plan 
generates new housing units in the ACSD and AUHSD, the developers of those units will also 
pay a statutory fee to the districts.  The housing fee paid to the ACSD is based on an average 
unit size of 1,364 square feet (per the ACSD Fee Program Justification Report) and one-half the 
current maximum statutory fee.  Using this rate, the 2,409 new units discussed earlier would 
generate a total of $5.55 million. 

Development within the Specific Plan area, as originally projected, would generate a total of up 
to $8.3 million in school impact fees.  The estimated cost of impacts to schools based on the 
indirect impacts of $9,874 per new student at AUHSD and $10,478 at ACSD was based on the 
Hamilton, Rabinovitz & Alschuler, Inc. school impact assessment set forth in The Disneyland 
Resort EIR, Volume 5, Appendix J.  The potential new students generated from development 
implemented per the Specific Plan could generate a cost impact of up to $13.7 million.  With 
fees totaling up to $8.3 million, a shortfall of $5.4 million in fees for new student incurred costs 
would result from implementation of the Specific Plan. 

EIR No. 313 found that implementation of the ARSP could result in indirect impacts to the 
AUHSD and ACSD after application of the school fee mitigation measure.  A Statement of 
Overriding Considerations was adopted by the City Council related to school issues. 
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Current Review 

Implementation of the ARSP continues to have no direct impact on the AUHSD or ACSD.  
However, development of the project would continue to create an indirect impact as a result of 
the potential development of housing units.  The increase in allowable hotel rooms within the 
ARSP Area resulting from approval of Amendments 1, 3, and 5 would incrementally increase 
the number of anticipated employees seeking housing within the City, thereby increasing the 
number of school-aged children in the City.  This indirect increase of school-aged children would 
create a significant impact to the School Districts similar to that identified in the original EIR 
No. 313 and Statement of Overriding Considerations.  EIR No. 330 took the Amendment No. 5 
expansion area and proposed development within that area into consideration when evaluating 
impacts to schools on a citywide basis. 

Since certification of EIR No. 313, the developer fee for future developments within the ARSP 
Area has increased from $0.28 per square foot to $0.31 per square foot to account for inflation 
in the cost of development.  Assuming approximately 600 square feet of space is generated for 
each hotel room, full build-out of the ARSP area would create up to 18,802 hotel rooms or 
approximately 11.6 million square feet of development.  Based on these figures, the project 
would generate approximately $3.6 million in developer fees.  Additionally, if the project 
indirectly generates new housing units within the AUSD and AUHSD, the developers of those 
units will continue to be responsible for payment of statutory fees to the districts to mitigate 
school impacts as detailed in EIR No. 313. 

Review of EIR No. 313 finds that no substantial changes have occurred with respect to the 
school district conditions under which the Master EIR was certified and no new material 
information is available which was not known and could not have been known at the time the 
Master EIR was certified. 

3.9.6 WATER SERVICE 

Summary of Previous Environmental Analysis 

Water service is provided to the ARSP Area by the City of Anaheim Public Utilities Department, 
Water Division.  The majority of the City’s water (approximately 70 percent) is pumped from the 
local groundwater basin. 

Additional water is purchased from the Metropolitan Water District (MWD).  The MWD contracts 
for water from the State Water Project (SWP) and the Colorado River.  Well No. 41, the closest 
source of groundwater serving the Specific Plan Area, is located at the intersection of 
Convention Way and West Street.  Well No. 41, the existing MWD connection, and the 
distribution lines are capable of supplying the existing maximum day demands and peak-hour 
demands to the ARSP Area.  The total average daily demand for water for the Year 2010 was 
projected to be 5.7 mgd (average daily demand is annual demand/365). 

The mitigation measures included in EIR No. 313 reduce the project-related impacts to a level 
considered less than significant. 

Current Review 

According to EIR No. 330, the ARSP Amendment No. 5 expansion area south of Orangewood 
Avenue will require additional water supply improvements to accommodate the anticipated 
demand.  The projected increase in average day water demands associated with the anticipated 
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land uses within the expansion area will be about 0.5 million gallons per day.  The identified 
improvements would be implemented as part of the mitigation identified in EIR No. 330.  The 
forecasted water demand for the remainder of the Anaheim Specific Plan Area remains the 
same as evaluated in EIR No. 313.  Additionally, several water facility improvements have been 
implemented as part of the mitigation set forth in EIR No. 313. 

On January 1, 2002, Senate Bills (SB) 610 and 221 were amended by state law and became 
effective as a mandate to improve the link between land use decisions and water supply 
availability.  Per SB 610 and 221 requirements, the City of Anaheim has an adopted Urban 
Water Management Plan (UWMP) which is based on the land uses allowed by the City’s 
General Plan.  According to EIR No. 330, the total City-wide demand for water resources, 
including the demand generated from the ARSP area, is almost ten percent less than demand 
identified in the previously adopted General Plan assumptions. 

Implementation of the applicable mitigation measures in EIR Nos. 313 and 330 will continue to 
ensure that no significant adverse impacts to water service will occur.  Review of EIR No. 313 
finds that no substantial changes have occurred with respect to the water service conditions 
under which the Master EIR was certified and no new material information is available which 
was not known and could not have been known at the time the Master EIR was certified. 

3.9.7 WASTEWATER/SEWER SERVICE 

Summary of Previous Environmental Analysis 

The ARSP area is served by the City of Anaheim local sanitary sewer system, which is a 
tributary to the County Sanitation District of Orange County (CSDOC).  Wastewater from City 
sewers are conveyed through the trunk and interceptor sewers to regional treatment and 
disposal facilities.  The six main sewer area facility basins are: the Katella Avenue basin, 
Orangewood Avenue basin, Ball Road basin, Cerritos Avenue/Euclid Street basin, Cerritos 
Avenue/Walnut Street basin, and Chapman Avenue basin (in conjunction with the City of 
Garden Grove area facility basin). 

The analysis in EIR No. 313 assessed impacts based on 100 percent of the maximum allowable 
density projected for development by the year 2010.  Based on buildout of the hotel 
rooms/accessory uses within the ARSP area, it was projected that future development within 
these boundaries would generate an additional average daily sewage flow of approximately 
2.2 mgd by 2010.   

Implementation of the ARSP was projected to trigger the need for sewer improvements 
recommended in the City’s South Central Area Sewer Deficiency Study.  With implementation of 
these improvements, the sewer system will accommodate development within the Anaheim 
Resort beyond the year 2010.  With implementation of the mitigation measures in EIR No. 313, 
no significant unavoidable impacts were identified. 

Current Review 

Anticipated daily sewage flow and sewer system capacity impacts associated with development 
of the ARSP area remain similar to those analyzed in EIR No. 313.  EIR No. 330 identified 
future sewer deficiencies for the 26.4-acre expansion area south of Orangewood Avenue, 
described in Section 1.2.  Due to increased flow from future development of the expansion area 
with ARSP allowable uses, a replacement sewer 15- to 24-inches in diameter would be required 
to extend along Wilken Way, Harbor Boulevard, and Chapman Avenue to the existing Orange 
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County Sanitation District trunk in Euclid Avenue.  This capacity improvement will be 
constructed through the mitigation measure associated with EIR No. 330, mitigating any impact 
to the ARSP Area and the 26.4-acre expansion area in particular. 

Implementation of the mitigation in EIR Nos. 313 and 330 will continue to ensure that no 
significant adverse impacts to sewer service or systems will occur.  Review of EIR No. 313 finds 
that no substantial changes have occurred with respect to the wastewater service conditions 
under which the Master EIR was certified and no new material information is available which 
was not known and could not have been known at the time the Master EIR was certified. 

3.9.8 STORM DRAINS 

Summary of Previous Environmental Analysis 

The regional facilities serving the Anaheim Resort include the Anaheim Barber City (ABC) 
channel, the East Garden Grove Wintersburg (EGGW) Channel, the Haster Basin, and the 
Carbon Creek Channel (CCC).  In 1973, the City published a Master Plan of Drainage for the 
City of Anaheim.  That report divided the City into 42 drainage areas, nine of which are in the 
South Central Area which encompasses the Anaheim Resort.  Drainage Area 18 drains to the 
Carbon Creek Channel, Areas 19 through 23 drain to the ABC Channel, and Areas 24 to 26 
drain to facilities that are tributary to the EGGW Channel.  The existing storm drain system has 
a capacity of a two-year to eight-year storm. 

Runoff within the ARSP area will be collected by roof drains, trench drains, area drains, and 
catch basins and directed via a subsurface drainage system to the public storm drain system.  
EIR No. 313 made the determination that development of the area currently draining to the 
public storm drain system in Drainage Areas 18, 19, 20, 21, 22, 24, and 25 would result in an 
increase in stormwater runoff.  The EIR also determined that existing pipes in these areas were 
inadequate to handle any increase in drainage runoff flows from future development within the 
ARSP area.  The potential for significant short-term impacts to the storm drains from 
uncontrolled accumulation of silt in the runoff from development within the ARSP area was 
identified.  Storm drain improvements were identified in the Master Plan of Drainage for the 
South Central Area; however, with implementation and with mitigation measures described in 
EIR No. 313, the potential impacts related to implementation of the ARSP would be mitigated to 
a level considered less than significant. 

Current Review 

Storm water within the ARSP continues to drain into the public storm drain system detailed in 
EIR No. 313.  Addition of expansion areas as detailed in Section 1.2 has incrementally 
increased the overall size of the ARSP area; however, the expansion areas are currently 
developed with urban uses and were served by the public storm drain system prior to inclusion 
within the ARSP.  These areas also currently drain into the public storm drain system and the 
volume of stormwater drainage would be similar to existing conditions. 

Subsection 3.7.2 of this document provides additional information related to storm drain 
capacity and stormwater drainage.  In summary, current and anticipated future storm drain 
deficiencies identified within portions of the ARSP area would be adequately mitigated with 
implementation of mitigation identified in EIR Nos. 313 and 330. 

Review of EIR No. 313 finds that no substantial changes have occurred with respect to the 
condition of storm drains under which the Master EIR was certified and no new material 
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information is available which was not known and could not have been known at the time the 
Master EIR was certified. 

3.9.9 ELECTRICITY 

Summary of Previous Environmental Analysis 

The Electricity Section of EIR No. 313 evaluated impacts related to electrical use with 
implementation of the ARSP.  The analysis assumed that the required improvements and 
mitigation measures identified in The Disneyland Resort Utility Report would be implemented.  
At the time EIR No. 313 was certified, the Specific Plan Area was served by the 40-MVA 
Southwest Substation located on Ninth Street, north of Katella Avenue, and the 60-MVA Katella 
Substation at the intersection of I-5 and Anaheim Boulevard.  The EIR identified that full 
implementation of the ARSP would increase the demand for electricity by approximately 
249,208,000 kWh annually and an estimated 683,000 kWh on an average day by 2010.  The 
EIR determined that implementation of the mitigation measures described in EIR No. 313 would 
reduce the impact on electrical service to a level considered less than significant. 

Current Review 

Demand for energy would be incrementally increased over anticipated demand identified in EIR 
No. 313 due to the addition of expansion areas as detailed in Section 1.2.  However, these 
increases are not significant considering the expansion areas were already developed with 
urban uses and required some level of electrical service prior to inclusion within the ARSP.  
According to EIR No. 330, the City-owned and operated electric utility is able to generate and 
purchase electricity as needed throughout its service areas, including the ARSP area.  The 
infrastructure for electric facilities may require expansion with new development in the ARSP 
area; however, this expansion would not create significant environmental impacts according to 
EIR No. 330.  The project demand for electrical service continues to be consistent with 
approved plans and policies as set forth in EIR No. 313 and updated in EIR No. 330. 

Review of EIR No. 313 finds that no substantial changes have occurred with respect to electrical 
service under which the Master EIR was certified and no new material information is available 
which was not known and could not have been known at the time the Master EIR was certified. 

3.9.10 NATURAL GAS SERVICE 

Summary of Previous Environmental Analysis 

Existing uses within the ARSP area are provided natural gas by the Southern California Gas 
Company and currently consume approximately 386,726 million British Thermal Units (MBTU) 
annually and 1,060 MBTU daily.  EIR No. 313 determined that future development within the 
ARSP area would increase the demand for energy from natural gas.  New development in the 
Specific Plan area was estimated to consume an additional 508,730 MBTU annually.  The 
Southern California Gas Company indicated that it would be able to supply the Specific Plan 
Area with natural gas without impacting existing service.  The EIR found that implementation of 
the ARSP would not result in any unavoidable adverse impacts to natural gas service or 
resources. 
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Current Review 

Demand for natural gas has incrementally increased over anticipated demand identified in EIR 
No. 313 due to the addition of expansion areas as detailed in Section 1.2.  However, these 
increases are not significant considering the expansion areas were already developed with 
urban uses and required some level of electrical service prior to inclusion within the ARSP.  
According to EIR No. 330, the City’s natural gas purveyor, Southern California Gas Company, 
has indicated that gas services could be provided from existing gas mains.  The infrastructure 
for natural gas facilities may require expansion with new development in the ARSP area; 
however, this expansion would not create significant environmental impacts according to EIR 
No. 330.  The project demand for natural gas service continues to be consistent with approved 
plans and policies as set forth in EIR No. 313 and updated in EIR No. 330. 

Review of EIR No. 313 finds that no substantial changes have occurred with respect to natural 
gas service under which the Master EIR was certified and no new material information is 
available which was not known and could not have been known at the time the Master EIR was 
certified. 

3.9.11 TELEPHONE SERVICE 

Summary of Previous Environmental Analysis 

Pacific Bell Telephone Company provides telephone service to the ARSP area.  The City has a 
program to underground utilities along Katella Avenue, Harbor Boulevard and West Street within 
the Anaheim Resort.  Developments within the Specific Plan area will increase demand on the 
telephone service system, but service needs will continue to be met by Pacific Bell.  No 
significant unavoidable impacts to telephone service were anticipated from implementation of 
the Specific Plan. 

Current Review 

Telephone service is currently provided to the ARSP area by SBC.  Demand for telephone 
service would be incrementally increased over anticipated demand identified in EIR No. 313 due 
to the addition of expansion areas as detailed in Section 1.2.  However, these increases are not 
significant considering the expansion areas were already developed with urban uses and 
required some level of telephone service prior to inclusion within the ARSP.  Continued 
development of the project site will increase demand for telephone service.  This demand will 
continue to be met by SBC or other service provider through connection into existing 
infrastructure.  These actions would not result in disruption of service to current subscribers nor 
would they result in significant environmental impacts. 

Review of EIR No. 313 finds that no substantial changes have occurred with respect to 
telephone service under which the Master EIR was certified and no new material information is 
available which was not known and could not have been known at the time the Master EIR was 
certified. 

3.9.12 TELEVISION SERVICE/RECEPTION 

Summary of Previous Environmental Analysis 

Broadcast television is provided by public stations throughout the Greater Los Angeles 
Metropolitan region.  At the time the EIR was certified, MultiVision Cable TV provided cable 
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television service to the ARSP area.  Future developments within the ARSP area will result in 
additional requests for cable television services, particularly at hotels and restaurants.  No 
adverse impacts on cable service to existing customers were identified in EIR No. 313.  The EIR 
also evaluated the potential for impact to television reception of residents and businesses 
currently without cable television service caused by multi-story hotels or other tall structures 
within the ARSP area if said structures physically interfere with reception.  With the 
implementation of the mitigation measures identified in EIR No. 313, no significant adverse 
impacts on local television service or reception would occur. 

Current Review 

Cable television service is currently provided to the ARSP area by Adelphia.  Demand for 
television service would be incrementally increased over anticipated demand identified in EIR 
No. 313 due to the addition of expansion areas as detailed in Section 1.2.  However, these 
increases are not significant considering the expansion areas were already developed with 
urban uses and required some level of television service prior to inclusion within the ARSP.  
Continued development of the project site will increase demand for television service.  This 
demand will continue to be met by Adelphia or other service provider through connection into 
existing infrastructure.  These actions would not result in disruption of service to current 
subscribers nor would they result in significant environmental impacts. 

Review of the EIR No. 313 finds that no substantial changes have occurred with respect to 
cable television service under which the Master EIR was certified and no new material 
information is available which was not known and could not have been known at the time the 
Master EIR was certified. 

3.10 HAZARDOUS MATERIALS COMPLIANCE 

3.10.1 SUMMARY OF PREVIOUS ENVIRONMENTAL ANALYSIS 

To determine the presence of suspected or known hazardous waste contamination sites within 
the Specific Plan area, various governmental agency lists were reviewed.  The Department of 
Toxic Substances Control identified one site on the CAL Sites List that was within the ARSP 
area.  This site, the California Chemical Company, located at 1772 S. Haster Street, was being 
evaluated for placement in the California’s Department of Health Services’ Bond Expenditure 
Plan, which is a list of contamination sites targeted for cleanup by responsible parties. 

Soil contamination from leaking underground storage tanks (LUST) was known to exist at seven 
sites within the ARSP area.  It was determined that contamination from these sites would not be 
extensive or beyond the capabilities of typical remediation measures.  EIR No. 313 identified the 
possibility that underground storage tanks might be present within the 56-acre parcel located in 
the southeast portion of the ARSP area.  In order to determine the presence or absence of 
significant soil contaminants, an investigation is required prior to development.  Mitigation 
measures described in EIR No. 313 would reduce the impacts associated with development of 
specific projects within the ARSP area to a level considered less than significant. 

3.10.2 CURRENT REVIEW 

Table 7 updates the status of LUST sites from EIR No. 313, as well as listing sites that have 
been added since certification of the EIR in 1994.  According to the table, one LUST site 
identified in EIR No. 313 has since been closed and nine new sites have been identified since 
the certification of EIR No. 313, four of which have been closed and five remain open.

Additionally, EIR No. 330 cited the Department of Toxic Substance Control’s August 2003 
cortese Hazardous Substances Sites List in a statement saying that “there are no contaminated 
sites currently listed within the city.”  The Spills, Leaks, Investigations, and Cleanups (SLIC) 
section of the Environmental Protection Agency published the SLIC List in April 2003 that 
identified businesses within the City of Anaheim with the potential to contain or generate 
pollutants. 

Implementation of applicable mitigation measures in EIR No. 313 and 303 will continue to 
ensure that no significant adverse impacts related to hazardous materials will occur.  Review of 
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EIR No. 313 finds that no substantial changes have occurred with respect to hazardous 
materials under which the Master EIR was certified and no new material information is available 
which was not known and could not have been known at the time the Master EIR was certified. 

3.11 VISUAL RESOURCES AND AESTHETICS 

3.11.1 SUMMARY OF PREVIOUS ENVIRONMENTAL ANALYSIS 

The variety and intensity of existing land uses within the ARSP Area and surrounding areas 
create a setting that is predominately urban in character interspersed with undeveloped areas, 
some used for agricultural purposes.  When EIR No. 313 was certified in 1994, major arterial 
streetscapes (Katella Avenue and Harbor Boulevard) within the ARSP Area were dominated by 
prominent non-conforming commercial signage, overhead utility lines, and minimal landscaping. 

The ARSP contains a Design Plan that is intended to visually unify the area.  The Design Plan 
contains numerous development standards and guidelines intended to enhance the visual 
quality of development within the ARSP boundaries.  These design features have a beneficial 
impact on the Specific Plan Area.  Specific project development within the Specific Plan Area 
could potentially have certain shadow and light impacts.   

EIR No. 313 found that implementation of the ARSP could result in unavoidable adverse visual 
impacts.  There is a potential that shade and shadow impacts could occur to property owners 
immediately adjacent to the ARSP Area land uses.  Mitigation measures were adopted to 
minimize impacts to the extent possible.  A Statement of Overriding Considerations was 
adopted by the City Council related to all of the unavoidable adverse visual and shadow 
impacts. 

3.11.2 CURRENT REVIEW 

Since adoption of EIR No. 313, the visual character of the ARSP Area has been undergoing 
changes to create a more uniform visual appearance characteristic of the Anaheim Resort.  The 
continued undergrounding of overhead utility lines continues to improve the aesthetic 
appearance of the area.  All uses developed or proposed for development are consistent with 
specifications set forth by the Specific Plan Design Plan described in Section 1.2, Project 
Background.  Review of EIR No. 313 finds that no substantial changes have occurred with 
respect to visual and shade shadow conditions under which the Master EIR was certified and no 
new material information is available which was not known and could not have been known at 
the time the Master EIR was certified.  The shade/shadow issue analyzed in EIR No. 313 
continues to be addressed through the mitigation measures provided to address such issues as 
set forth in EIR No. 313 and the Statement of Overriding Considerations.  The existing 
developed character of the expansion areas, as detailed in Section 1.2, will be altered as 
properties develop consistent with the Specific Plan Design Plan criteria.  In the Amendment 
No. 5 expansion area, hotels and visitor-serving uses (with the exception of restaurants which 
are permitted by right) will be reviewed in connection with a Conditional Use Permit application.  
Any shade/shadow impacts will be reviewed as part of the preparation of a CEQA Initial Study in 
conjunction with the Conditional Use Permit application. 
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3.12 CULTURAL RESOURCES 

3.12.1 SUMMARY OF PREVIOUS ENVIRONMENTAL ANALYSIS 

Cultural resources include fossils, remains, and artifacts from prehistoric civilizations, historic 
structures, and other antiquities.  Historic sites typically include fossils, archaeologic and 
paleontologic remains, and early Native American artifacts.  A record search for the Anaheim 
Resort area was prepared by the California Regional Archaeological Information Center at the 
UCLA Institute of Archaeology in May 1991.  The analysis identified no historic or prehistoric 
cultural resources in this area.  Implementation of the ARSP was determined not to cause any 
direct impacts on cultural resources.  Mitigation measures included in EIR No. 313 minimized 
the potential disturbance to as yet undiscovered resources that could be encountered during 
construction activity and lower the potential for significant adverse impacts to a level considered 
less than significant. 

3.12.2 CURRENT REVIEW 

If any cultural resources are discovered during development of individual projects, the mitigation 
measures in place for the ARSP area will continue to ensure that potential impacts are mitigated 
to a level considered less than significant.  The addition of the expansion areas, as detailed in 
Section 1.2, do not contain any known historic resources or rock outcroppings assumed to 
contain archaeological or paleontological resources and is consistent with project site 
assumptions evaluated in EIR No. 313.  Review of EIR No. 313 finds that no substantial 
changes have occurred with respect to cultural resources conditions under which the Master 
EIR was certified and no new material information is available which was not known and could 
not have been known at the time the Master EIR was certified. 

3.13 ENERGY 

3.13.1 SUMMARY OF PREVIOUS ENVIRONMENTAL ANALYSIS 

Operation of existing uses, including hotels, restaurants, and retail services within the ARSP 
area will result in the consumption of electricity and natural gas.  Sections 3.9.9 (Electricity) and 
3.9.10 (Natural Gas Service) of EIR No. 313 gave descriptions of energy use anticipated in the 
ARSP Area.  Development within the ARSP area by 2010 was projected to increase the 
demand for electricity by approximately 161 million kWh annually and 441,794 kWh daily.  For 
natural gas use, future developments in the Specific Plan area were projected to consume an 
additional 508,730 MBTU annually and 1,394 MBTU daily.  For electricity and natural gas 
consumption, increased demand from ARSP area development will be met by the respective 
providers.  The proposed usage is consistent with the assumed usage under approved plans 
and policies.  No significant adverse impacts were projected to occur to energy resources from 
development of the ARSP with implementation of the mitigation measures. 

3.13.2 CURRENT REVIEW 

Demand for energy would be incrementally increased over anticipated demand identified in EIR 
No. 313 due to the addition of expansion areas as detailed in Section 1.2.  According to EIR 
No. 330, the City-owned and operated electric utility is able to generate and purchase electricity 
as needed throughout its service areas, including the ARSP area.  Additionally, EIR No. 330 
states that the City’s natural gas purveyor, Southern California Gas Company, has indicated 
that gas services could be provided from existing gas mains.  The infrastructure for electric and 
natural gas facilities may require expansion with new development in the ARSP area; however, 
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this expansion would not create significant environmental impacts according to EIR No. 330.  
The project demand for energy resources continues to be consistent with approved plans and 
policies as set forth in EIR No. 313 and updated in EIR No. 330. 

Review of EIR No. 313 finds that no substantial changes have occurred with respect to energy 
conditions under which the Master EIR was certified and no new material information is 
available which was not known and could not have been known at the time the Master EIR was 
certified. 

3.14 CONSTRUCTION IMPACTS 

3.14.1 SUMMARY OF PREVIOUS ENVIRONMENTAL ANALYSIS 

EIR No. 313 stated that future development within the ARSP area, including public 
infrastructure, and roadway improvements associated with accommodating future growth, would 
result in construction activity in the years to come.  Not all types of construction activities occur 
at the same time, nor will they necessarily be concentrated in any one location within the 
Specific Plan area for any extended period of time.  However, the cumulative, long-term nature 
of the impact throughout the Specific Plan area is considered a significant and unavoidable 
impact.  Mitigation measures have been incorporated into EIR No. 313, where feasible, to help 
minimize the impacts to residents and businesses in the area.  A Statement of Overriding 
Considerations was adopted by the City Council related to construction impacts. 

3.14.2 CURRENT REVIEW 

Construction activity related to the implementation of the ARSP project has been underway 
since late 1994 with the adoption of the EIR No. 313.  All construction activities to date have 
been consistent with the assumptions evaluated in EIR No. 313.  Despite the addition of 
expansion areas to the original ARSP area through the approval of amendments 1, 3, and 5 and 
detailed in Section 1.2, anticipated construction activities within the expansion areas would also 
be consistent with assumptions evaluated in EIR No. 313 and the Statement of Overriding 
Considerations.  All construction-related mitigation measures continue to be enforced and 
monitored and would be applicable to the original project area as well as the expansion area. 

Review of EIR No. 313 finds that no substantial changes have occurred with respect to 
construction circumstances under which the Master EIR was certified and no new material 
information is available which was not known and could not have been known at the time the 
Master EIR was certified. 
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SECTION 4.0 CONCLUSION 

EIR No. 313 is a Master EIR that comprehensively addresses the scope of development 
proposed within the ARSP area.  In accordance with the California CEQA Guidelines (California 
Code of Regulations, Title 14, §§15000 et seq.), EIR No. 313 must be validated.  This validation 
process was carried out to ensure that EIR No. 313 continues to adequately represent the 
current environmental setting and analysis of the significant environmental effects associated 
with implementation of the ARSP.  The Validation Report also provides new information relative 
to the anticipated development density and growth within the ARSP area as well as the 
expansion areas described in the text of Amendments 1, 3, and 5 to the ARSP. 

The analysis of development in the ARSP EIR looked at two stages: Year 2000 and Year 2010.  
For study purposes, full buildout of the Specific Plan area was anticipated for the Year 2010.  As 
Section 2 of this report indicates, land uses associated with related projects in the cumulative 
analysis areas have had a reduction in land specified as office development with an increase in 
mixed-use retail and entertainment projects.  Office buildings generate the most peak hour 
vehicle trips, resulting in increased congestion and traffic on major arterial roads and freeways.  
The noted decrease in office development will lessen the peak transit trips made both within and 
around the ARSP area, as well as improve air quality projections allowing for the increase in 
retail uses.  The pace of hotel development has also changed (e.g., less than 15 percent of 
development has occurred).  The additional development permitted within the ARSP is equal to 
16,692 hotel rooms, in addition to 11,190 existing rooms when the Specific Plan was approved 
in 1994.  The equivalent of 2,110 rooms built or approved since EIR certification. 

The Mitigation Monitoring Program for the ARSP is being implemented, enforced, and 
monitored.  Inclusion of applicable mitigation identified in EIR No. 330 and the Updated and 
Modified Mitigation Monitoring Program No. 0085a will further ensure all impacts would be 
adequately mitigated.  Impacts associated with the ARSP implementation are unchanged or 
comparable to projections.  All of the environmental analyses for EIR No. 313 were reviewed 
and compared to the current setting and projected development.  A determination was made 
based on the data that no substantial changes have occurred with respect to circumstances 
under which the Master EIR was certified and no new material information is available which 
was not known and could not have been known at the time the Master EIR was certified, with 
the exception of the items noted throughout the report.  Accordingly, EIR No. 313 is still valid 
and may continue to be used for an additional five years, or until a significant unforeseen 
change in the environment occurs, whichever takes place first. 
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
